In normal operation (i.e., when not run with−−help , −−make−man, or −−make−ps−man),
purifyeps takes the name of an input Œle and output Œle.The same Œlename can safely be used
for both Œles.If the output Œlename is omitted, output will go to the standard output device. If
the input Œlename is omitted,purifyeps will read from the standard input device.

BUGS
Error reporting could deŒnitely stand to be improved. Errormessages produced bypstoedit and
mpost are sometimes silently ignored. Also, errors sometimes causepurifyeps to leave
temporary Œles (purifyeps­#####) lying around.

purifyeps is subject to all of the limitations that affect pstoedit and especially thempost
backend to pstoedit. As a result, purifyeps ignores certain PostScript constructs, such as
nonuniformly scaled text.

NOTES
purifyeps needs a Œle that tells it how to map from TeX font names to PostScript font names.
This Œle must contain two, space-separated columns. The Œrst lists a PostScript font name, and
the second lists the TeX equivalent. Blank lines and lines that start with%are ignored.The
following is a sample.fmpŒle:
